SOP – Dept of Animal Biosciences
Disposal of Vacutainer/blood collection vials as per EHS protocol.
Stericycle picks up this type of waste only at specific locations.

The closest to ABSc is Human Health & Nutritional Sciences, room 382.

1) All such waste must be bagged in an orange biohazard autoclave bag. 
(DO NOT AUTOCLAVE THE BAG.)

2) Tie the bag securely.

3) Freeze the bag/vials

4) Take the bag to room 382 in the Animal Wing of Human Health and Nutritional Sciences (ie third floor of this building) ONLY ON every other MONDAY (DATES are listed below)
5) Room 382 is through the double gray doors, go to your right, and it is across from the water fountain, just ahead of the restricted access doors of their Animal Wing.

6) Place your bag in one of the GRAY PLASTIC DUMPSTERS (It will say Biomedical Waste on it somewhere).

7) DO NOT PLACE YOUR WASTE IN ANY OF THE CARDBOARD DRUMS (labeled Stericycle Biomedical Waste)

8) Pick up of dumpsters occurs bi-weekly.

9) Users MUST provide their own biohazard bags. A variety of sizes are available from Fisher Scientific. DO NOT take any bags from room 382 as these belong to HHNS.

10) Be courteous and observe the rules.

11)  Currently EHS picks up the cost of this service.
